Adjectives: Exceptions to the rule
Adjectives that are very common, simple, and short may go before the noun in some instances. 
For example, you may place the following adjectives either before or after the noun:

• Grande (big)
• Malo (bad)
• Bueno  (good)

These adjectives will change their spelling if placed before a masculine noun by dropping off their final syllable. 

• Grande becomes Gran
• Malo becomes Mal
• Bueno becomes Buen 

For example:
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Grande is a special case for two reasons;

1. When used before the noun as Gran it changes meaning from big to great!

2. It changes spelling to Gran before a feminine noun too.
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2. Hay un buen concierto esta noche,
or Hay un concierto bueno esta noche.
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For example:

 Él es un cantante grande. - (He is a big singer.)
 Él es un gran cantante. - (He is a great singer.) 

 Es una carrera grande. - (It is a long race.)     
 Es una gran carrera. - (It is a great race.)                                 
Numbers are another exception to the rule of placing adjectives after the word they describe.  
Numbers always precede the noun, just like in English.
For example:

Yo tengo seis coches.  (I have six cars.)
Ella compra veinte tacos.  (She buys 20 tacos.)
