How to Find the Right Word

1. Rephrase any slang into proper English.

2. Decide what part of speech your word is.

3. Look the word up in the dictionary!  Find the entries that match the right part of speech by using the dictionary abbreviations. (Use the key for any abbreviations you don’t understand.)  Take note of any other abbreviations or clues the dictionary gives you.  Using what you’ve learned, eliminate any entries that don’t work.

4. Cross-check the remaining entries by looking them up on the other side of the dictionary until you find the best match for what you want to say.  

Hint: 

When looking up words in Spanish remember that the alphabet is different!  This means that the way words are alphabetized changes.  In traditional dictionaries, there are three extra letters in the Spanish alphabet – ch which comes after c, ll which comes after l, and ñ which comes after n.  Each extra letter has it’s own section in the dictionary.  Modern dictionaries alphabetize the same as English except for the ñ which still comes after the n and still has it’s own section!

Even though ser and estar both translate the same way there are shades of meaning in each that can cause you to say something completely different from what you intended to say if you use the wrong one.  To avoid this problem follow this rule:

Use estar when discussing 

1. Location

2.  A physical or emotional “feeling”

3.  As a helping verb.  (Except for the passive voice) 

Use ser in all other circumstances. 
Examples;
       Location –   She’s at the beach.  They’re not in school.  Where is he?

     “Feelings” –   I’m sad.  The coffee is hot.  My dog is sick.  We’re tired.  He’s wet

Helping Verb –   She is walking.  I’m running out of time.  It is finished.

         Others –   Anything not covered by the other three circumstances such as;

      It is 12:45.  The car is blue.  They are nice people.  That’s mine.                                                               

      I’m from Argentina.*   She’s a doctor.  It’s impossible!  Etc, etc.
*Some students are confused by this one as they believe it should be estar for location.  However,  keep in mind that location deals with where something is at not where it is from
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
