The Preterite and the Imperfect are both past tenses in Spanish.  The imperfect is used instead of the preterite when the past event was an ongoing or habitual action.  For example; 

He came home last night = preterite  He came home every night = imperfect

The following things are typically considered as ongoing and signal the use of the imperfect tense; 

1. What used to happen, would happen, or happened over and over - He used to visit often.  He always won.

2. Weather – It was snowing.  It was sunny.

3. Location – She lived in Paris.  He was at the park.

4. Age, time, dates - She was 6.  It was 7:00.  It was Dec. 12th.

5. Descriptions  – He was handsome.  She was nice.

6. Thoughts, feelings, desires – I wanted to win.  I thought I could do it.  She was sad.

7. Something that sets the stage for another action.  This is usually signaled by ‘-ing’.  For example; was singing
The action that does the interrupting will be in the preterite.  Thus;  

 We were winning (imperfect) when he fumbled (preterite).  I was eating (imperfect) when you called (preterite).

REFLEXIVE VERBS

Reflexive verbs show that the action is being directed onto oneself instead of somebody else.  This is accomplished through the use of a reflexive pronoun.  The reflexive pronoun (SE) is attached to the end of the verb until the verb is conjugated then it is placed in front of the verb and will change to match the subject.  For example;

INFORMAL COMMANDS

There are two ways to give an informal command in Spanish. You may give a positive command, which orders someone to do something, or a negative command which orders someone NOT to do something. The rules for each are explained below.

POSITIVE COMMANDS

To give an informal positive command in Spanish simply use the regular He/She conjugation.  For example; Run! = ¡Corre!

To give a command which uses an object pronoun, attach the pronoun to the end of the command.  For example; Catch it! = ¡Cógelo! 

Notice that when you add a pronoun to the end of a command an accent mark is placed on the syllable that was originally stressed (the next to last syllable).  If the original word is only one syllable no accent mark is needed unless you add two object pronouns. In such an instance the indirect object pronoun is attached before the direct object pronoun.  

For example; Give me! = Dame but Give it to me! = ¡Dámelo!

NEGATIVE COMMANDS

To give a negative command use the Tú form of the verb but switch -as endings to -es and -es endings to -as.

For example; Don't run! = ¡No corras! Don't eat it! = ¡No lo comas! Don't speak! = ¡No hables!

Note that with negative commands object pronouns are placed before the verb instead of being attached to the end as with positive commands. Unfortunately, switching the endings sometimes requires spelling changes to the verb. This happens primarily in verbs that end in –car (c>qu), -gar(g>gu) and -zar(z>c)  For example; Tocar >  ¡No toques!  Pegar >  ¡No pegues!,  Realizar >  ¡No realices!  These spelling changes help to keep the original pronunciation intact.

FUTURE & CONDITIONAL TENSES

The future tense can be expressed two ways in Spanish. The first method is to simply say "going to" which is done with "ir + a + infinitive".  For example; "He is going to sing" = Va a cantar.  "We are going to eat" = Vamos a comer.  The second method is to conjugate the verb with the future tense endings.  These endings are the same for -ar, -er, & -ir verbs and are attached to the infinitive without removing the -ar, -er, or -ir.  For Example;  I will speak = Hablaré, They will eat = Comerán  

The conditional tense tells what would happen.  It’s endings are also the same for -ar, -er, & -ir verbs and are also attached to the infinitive without removing the -ar, -er, or -ir.  For Example;  I would speak = Hablaría, They would eat = Comerían

OBJECT PRONOUNS

There are two kinds of object pronouns. Direct object pronouns (DOP) and indirect object pronouns (IOP).  DOPs answer the question what? For example; Sally threw it.  What did she throw? It.  ‘It’ is the DOP in that sentence.  IOPs answer the question to/for whom/what? For example; Sally threw the ball to me.  Who did she throw it to? To me. To me is the IOP in that sentence.  There are three rules to remember about using object pronouns in Spanish.

1. Both the DOP and the IOP are placed before the verb instead of after like in English.  So you would say “She to me it threw.” instead of “She threw it to me.”  The exception to this rule is positive commands, which have the object attached to the end of the verb.  See the section on commands for details. 

2. If you have a DOP and IOP in the same sentence the IOP comes first.  This can be easily remembered with the word IDIOT.  IndirectDirectIOT.
3. Whenever le (to him/her/it) or les (to them) comes before lo (him/it), la (her/it). los (them m.), or las (them f.), le or les will change to se.  

Examples;  She threw it (DOP) to me (IOP) = Ella me (IOP) lo (DOP) tiró.



You give them (DOP) to us (IOP) = Tú nos (IOP) los (DOP) das.



We give it to her = Nosotros le lo damos which changes to Nosotros se lo damos.
